Families reminded that any symptom of Coronavirus: a high temperature, a new persistent cough, a 
loss of taste and smell will mean that the family must follow isolation guidelines. 
 
Lateral Flow tests are now available free of charge and so can be used when needed. 
 
If a child/family member has provided a positive test they must let the school know but there will 
be no isolating of fellow classmates/teachers in line with the latest isolation guidelines.

Parents must arrive in the time allocated 9.00-9.15am.  
Comet class (Toddlers) arrival at 9.15am. 
If a child is not at school on their allocated day please call to let us know.  
Collection is 12/12.30/3.30pm, from the main door/garden.  
Toddlers 12.15pm from the school garden. 
 
Hand sanitiser will be available to use on a table outside the garden gate on arrival plus tissues and 
paper towels (if needed) but please take these away with you and don’t leave them on the table.  
 
Lunch boxes and book bags please put in the named class boxes outside the garden gate. Children to 
carry backpacks.  
 
Parents and carers must avoid loitering on the school premises at drop off and collection times. 
 
We ask that parents be mindful of social distancing outside the main entrance. Masks will not need 
to be worn.

Children will remain in their classrooms but are now able to mix together either going to the toilet, 
working with something from another class or on the stage, which will re-open for role play, two 
children only from each class will play at any one time. 
(Classes – Asteroid/Supernova/Cosmic) 
 
All children from Asteroid, Cosmic and Supernova will play at the same time in the garden, morning 
and afternoon. 
 
Children will use the pencils/pens/eraser/pencil sharpener/scissors etc in their classrooms. 
 
Good ventilation maintained. 
 
Regular cleaning of Montessori materials and all other materials/equipment in the classrooms with 
anti-bacterial products. 
 
Children asked to wash hands regularly. 
 
Children taken to the toilet as and when needed and reminded to wash hands, those that can use 
the toilet on their own can do so but will be reminded to flush the toilet and to wash their hands. 
 
Door handles and toilet area cleaned more frequently with anti-bacterial spray/wipes.
